It has been a very busy time since the last newsletter - as it was
a late production last year the Committee agreed not to
publish an Autumn newsletter in 2022. This edition is full of
information about the many activities that the club has
undertaken since, including the Working Test report and Field
Trial results and reports. As a Committee we also marked
several firsts - included here are the report from the Club’s first
Open show for 7 years, our first Breed Appreciation Seminar
and Multiple Choice exam, and Ringcraft training.

With 3 new litters on the ground last year we have more dogs
coming through on the showing side, reflected in a total of 33
dogs and 35 entries for the breed classes at Crufts this year.
This is a cause for celebration - it is at least a 50% increase in
the number of GLPs | have previously seen at Crufts. | am
keenly anticipating seeing these puppies filtering through to the
working side over the coming seasons.

On the 12" August the Norfolk and Suffolk HPR Field Trial
Club ran a Novice field trial on Roxby moor which was won by
my GLP Rizzo (Cadanbyrig Marin). We also featured in an
article in the Gundog Journal about running a trial on the
Glorious 12th. The article was conceived and written by Tristan
Gale who produced some lovely photographs of the day - a
great advertisement for the breed. Tristan Eas now been joined
by his wife Sarah as a GLP owner. They have enthusiastically
embraced the world of the Hunt Point Retriever group in
general and GLPs in particular, and are keen supporters of the

breed.

Since taking over as Secretary, Kathy Connor has been steadily
building |inis with the breed clubs in Holland. An invitation to
Kathy resulted in four of us travelling to Holland on the August
Bank Holiday weekend to attend the inaugural meeting of the
newly formed Duitse Langhaar Club. It was a mix of working
test with cold game, a section to show off the stud dogs and a
tracking training element which was fascinating to watch. We
saw some lovely dogs and it was a great opportunity to talk to
other enthusiasts about our wonderful breed. Everyone made us




very welcome and | am sure we will stay in touch and continue
to exchange ideas about the future of this versatile breed.

My puppies born in November, have now gone to new friends
and old, with the exception of Macey who is the latest addition
to my longhair family. We are looking forward to another year
of fun and challenges. | hope you too, have an enjoyable 2023
with your HPRs, of whatever breed.

Thank you for inviting me to judge your first Open Show for
some years. | am sorry that we had to wait so long to get into a
ring, but | enjoyed your company and hope that you enjoyed
mine. | last judged your breed as a breed at Crufts in 2012, |
believe it was Larry Wilks" bitch "Nancy” that | put through to
the Group from an entry of 17 dogs. A superb bitch with
construction to die for, with all the breed attributes plus a great
mover as well as a good worker in the field.

What | have to point out is construction. Please, please, please,
re-read your standard; the correct construction leads to a dog

!
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that is able to work more easily and longer, than one whose
conformation is not quite up to the standard. Try to improve
on the next generation by using a dog or bitch that excels in
the area that your own dog is lacking. Again, re-read the
standard and evaluate your own animal and see where you
can improve on his/her conformation, do not double up on
faults. | have had my hands on some great dogs that | have
judged in your breed in the past, you need to get back to
that level. Strong words but they are meant kindly.

judge the dogs' marking skills, followed by a blind in the same
area and again | saw some commendable work with most dogs
doing a good job.
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It was an extremely hot day, but the lake was made available to
all dogs to use at any time and there was plenty of shade and
drinking water to keep both dogs and handlers as cool as
possible.

The GLPC Committee worked tirelessly to make sure the event
ran smoothly. The Club use a system of staggered start times
for the different classes which works extremely well - keeping the
competitors moving round their various tests in small groups
and limiting waiting times. There was a great omeSﬁhere
throughout, and it was the perfect time to catch up with the
other judges, committee members and competitors alike. My
congratulations go to all those in the awards and to the GLPC
Committee for putting on such an enjoyable and successful
Working Test.

In addition, because of the staggered class start
firres dogs were only working for part of the day and could then
relax.

Puppy Hunting

We had a large area available to use for the puppy huntin
and as a result, each dog could run on a fresh piece of groun(?.
| did not run these promising young dogs for too long as,
although they hunted early in the day the heat was already
building up. The wind was swirling and changing direction from
head to cheek to back throughout the test, and this was a
challenge for some of the less experienced handlers. | saw some
lovely young dogs learning their craft - those that scored
highest were, in general, those with knowledgeable handlers who
could put the dog in the right place, and who understood how to
work whichever wind occurred on the ground they were
allocated.



Open Water

This test required the dog to start from a point 15 to 20 yards
back from the water’'s edge in the trees. The first retrieve was a
seen retrieve with the dummy thrown about 20 yards out into
the lake. Once the dog had collected this dummy and was
returning to the handler, a second dummy was thrown into the
lake as a blind to about half the distance, and the handler then
set the dog up and sent it back for the blind.

Most of the dogs succeeded in making both retrieves, although
some got distracted at the water's edge having failed to
correctly mark the initial throw into water, or were hesitant to
enter the water. The top scoring dogs made the exercise look
easy with minimal commands, and | was pleased to see almost
100% success rate on delivery to hand.

This is a stunning venue and thanks must go to John Smith for
allowing the GLPC use of the ground, together with Mark
Firmin and Leigh Miller for their significant contribution to the
set up and running of the test. The lake and considerable
amount of shade available in the woods meant the day could
go ahead safely, and it was a great success. My thanks to the
GLPC and to all the competitors who ran under me, for taking
scores in good heart and making it a lovely day.

First Run

Coming into line at No. 10. and cast into a left-sided cheek wind,
this dog worked a piece of open white grass and field margin
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that ran alongside a traditional hedgerow. Showing real
experience, this dog quickly found the wind" and proceeded to
work with pace ong style requiring only a minimum amount of
input from his handler. A loose bird lifted from the hedgerow,
the bird flew out across a stubble field and was shot about
forty yards out. The dog was steady to flush and shot before
being recalled to hee? and taken to an opening in the
hedgerow. Once through the fence he took a nice line out into
the ?ield and made a quick and easy job of the retrieve, which
included negotiating a way through the fence to offer a clean
delivery to hand.

The dog was then asked to ‘work on.” Working nicely along the
hedge-line the dog came onto point. When asked to produce
the %ird he was quick to flush and steady to shot. Once again,
the bird was shot out into the adjacent field and dog and
handler were brought through a gap in the hedge. He made
light of the fifty-yard retrieve, reaching the bird in one cast.
The subsequent return and delivery to hand were quick and
clean. This completed this first and very nice run.

Second Run

Running on a back wind with a hedgerow and farm track to his
left, the dog quickly came onto a staunch point, when asked to
produce there was no hesitation. Producing the bird powerfully
from the hedge bottom, the dog sat immediately to flush whilst
marking the ?all of the shot bird. When asked to retrieve, this
experienced dog made a straight line to the bird and was quick
and efficient in his delivery to hand. This completed another
very nice run.

3rd - Eleppas New Moon..GWP

First Run

Hunting into wind, the dog was asked to work a thick game
crop. Birds were clearly ‘sitting tight,” and easily missed, the dog
was thorough, moderating her pace to accommodate both the
thick crop and tricky scenting conditions. She worked
impressively, finding and pointing a bird. When asked, she
required some encouragement to produce the bird but was
steady to flush, shot and fall. She made light work of the
subsequent retrieve and delivery to hand.
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Second Run

Working an area of rough ground that was interspersed with
trees, the dog hunted efficiently and was steady to a loose bird
that lifted off the beat. Hunting on, she worked and pointed a
bird. The dog was a little ‘sticky’ to flush but the bird was
produced, it lifted and flew back over the trees where it was shot
out onto a stubble field. Dog and handler were taken through the
fences and across a trocE before being asked to make the

retrieve. The bird proved difficult for the do%‘ to find, but she was
handled onto it before retrieving cleanly to
this dog’s run.

First Run

The dog began its first run on a back wind in the centre of a
beat of white grass bordered on either side by woodland. The
dog hunted systematically with energy and enthusiasm, working
the wind well and remaining in 'rouci with its handler; it was a
pleasure to watch and the dog was obedient to every whistle
command. The dog covered the ground with pace and style,
showing superb ground treatment, working harcrcmd efficiently
despite a blank run.

Second Run

On its second round again on a back wind, the dog had a beat
of crop bordered by woodland where it hunted consistently and
systematically, remaining obedient to the whistle. A bird lifted
broadside to the dog as it was hunting the ground with pace
and whilst the dog was a little slow to stop to flush, no doubt

due to the speed at which it was running, it was steady to shot;
sadly, there was no retrieve.

Third Run

The third round was a woodland belt with no discernible wind
where the dog was again able to show off its determined
hunting through undergrowth, brambles and laurels. The dog
indicated numerous times on the left side of its beat, eventually
coming on point. Slightly sticky to the flush however, the bird
pushed forward and the dog had to work extremely hard, never
dropping its nose nor tracking, for some 100m through the
woodland belt until it eventually held the bird on a stylish point.
The dog was asked to flush which it did without hesitation and
produced a pheasant, the dog remained steady to flush, shot
and fall and made a good retrieve tenderly to hand.
