It was a damp day in the Borders; the morning greeted us with
a misty drizzle, setting the stage for an exciting day. The estate
boasted a rich variety of game, from skittish pheasants to the
occasional darting hare. Our canine competitors started in a
stretch of bracken-laden flatland, progressing to a more
challenging open-bottom woodland. This terrain demanded
dogs that could blend speed with precision and composure. By
afternoon, the competition shifted to vast fields, peppered with
green manure crops and the odd hay bale, where pheasants,
partridge, and hares provided a thrilling challenge, with the
dogs given an excellent opportunity to show themselves off. It's
worth noting the exceptional control and quiet handling of all
the dogs that made it to the awards.

2nd No. 12 Goldstar Miss Teeq from Szajani HY Bitch
handled by Mr R. Major

First run - Had the last of the woodland which was getting
dense and brambly but covered the ground well and showed her
desire to hunt with both pace and style where she could. Wasn't
afraid to face cover when the need arose.

Second run - This dog showed itself off well on a backwind,
covering the ground thoroughly and with pace and style. Some
partridge were seen well off the dog’s beat and shortly after the
dog had a fantastic point on pheasant at a good distance,
pinning the bird whilst the guns and handler got themselves
into p?ace. A nice clean, unfussy retrieve that was delivered
tenderly to hand.

We ran a card of 12 dogs with a range of HPR breeds including

Wirehaired Pointer, 1 Hungarian Vizsla, a Large Munsterlander,
2 ltalian Spinones, a Slovakian Rough Haired Pointer and a
German Longhaired Pointer. The ground was varied with wild
bird cover, open bottomed woodlands and white grass and
marshy areas with reeds. At the end of the day we were able
to make three awards:




Ist Place Bareve Best Foot Forward GWP Dog handled by
Emma Carter

Running at number 9 on his first run this dog hunted hard
through an open bottomed woodland with bracken banks with
a changing wind from left cheek to back. He made a good job
of covering his beat and was in tune with the handler at all
times. He indicated and a woodcock lifted but was not shot.

For the second run we had moved out from the wood to a large
open marshy area of white grass, reeds and wild bird cover
a on?side the wood. The cover was thick but the dog hunted
carefully and thoroughly. Three times loose birds li?ted and
were shot - the dog was steady to all three birds and was
hunted on in between. The first bird fell in the cover and was
retrieved after a short hunt, the second fell in the cover and
ran to the wood, but was successfully tracked by the dog and
retrieved to hand. The third fell on the edge of the wood and
after some handling, was delivered safely to hand. The dog
was picked up.

We ran the dog third time in woodland with tall box bushes on
the perimeter.

The weather conditions were dry, overcast with a very light
wind, mist at times and temperatures just above freezing.

All dogs ran on open ground with a mixture of bracken gullies,
white grass and heather. Each dog had the opportunity to find
game on its beat and scenting conditions appeared to be fair.

3rd - Maidsc Make A Wish At Lassanayi HWY Bitch
handled by D. Belassie-Page

The dog began its first run on an area of white grass heading
towards a stone wall, initially hunting cautiously on areas
finding residual scent but once over the wall with open ground
ahead, the dog opened up in pace and pattern, hunting the
wind until it indicated and came on point. The dog flushed on
command and when nothing came of the flush the dog moved
to relocate, a partridge lifted forward and at the same time a
pheasant lifted from the side. The dog was steady to flush, shot
and fall and made the retrieve on the partridge with direction
from the handler.

On its second round the dog systematically hunted with more
confidence and fluidity than its first round. Hunting a head
wind in an area of white grass above a bracken bank on the
right side of its beat, Erowing on scent ahead, the do

indicdted and quickly pointed, before a pair of partridge lifted;
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the dog was steady and honoured the birds away which were
not shot. Hun'ring on, the gun line rotated to head left and the
dog naturally worked the wind and hunted with little
interference from its handler covering its beat on a right cheek
wind. Indicating and coming on to point just in front of a pine
sapling, the dog held the point until commanded to flush. The
dog remained steady to flush, shot and fall and made the
retrieve of a cock bird with direction from the handler.

Begin?ﬁng its first run on very little wind, the dog quartered an
area of white grass and heather with the odd sapling, above a
bracken gulley which dropped away on the right side of its beat.
The dog covered its beat, moving several times out of sight
beyond the right gun into bracken before returning and
continuing ahead. After which the dog began tracking, it then
indicated and pointed and a bird lifted. The bird was shot and
the dog remained steady to flush, shot and fall making a swift
and clinical retrieve to hand, with one readjustment before
delivering to hand.

The dog's second run began at the head of a steep but open
bracken gulley where the dog immediately covered the ground
to the left disappearing away into the gulley before returning
and covering the ground to the right and moved out of sight
before returning in the direction of the handler. The dog was
working with purpose as it approached its handler and a bird
lifted between dog and handler which the dog honoured and
was steady to flush and shot, unfortunately there was no
retrieve.

COM - Miles Blue Drimmie GSP Bitch handled by M. Monie
The dog worked a left-hand cheek wind with purpose, somewhat
ahead of its handler on a beat of white grass above a steep
bracken bank which dropped away on the right-hand side.
After a little while, the dog ran to the right across its beat and
disappeared out of view down the broc?(en bank; on reaching
the area, the dog was found on staunch point. The handler
asked the dog to flush and used the whistle, the dog was steady
to shot and fall then making a good find of the cock bird and
retrieving to hand on command.

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From the start of its second run, the dog worked with less
fluidity and a slower pace than during its first run seeming to be
more cautious on a beat of rising bracken bank and heather
levelling out as we moved forward. The dog began indicating
and tracking at the centre of its beat before coming on point in
the cover, as the handler reached the dog to flush, two
pheasants lifted at once some 10 metres ahead and the dog
remained steady to shot, sadly neither bird was shot and the
dog had no retrieve.

| had a very enjoyable day on the fabulous Emblehope and
Burngrange Estate, in the company of my co-Judge Mark
Spearing and would like to express my thanks to him for the
benefit of his insight and experience.

Gundog Working Test -Ducklington 16th July 2023
A Memorable Day Out

Recently, | had the pleasure of being a judge at the Working
Test organised by the GLPC. This fantastic event was hosted in
the picturesque Ducklington, a stone's throw from Oxford.

For those who are new to this, the GLPC's working tests are a
bit unique. Rather than having a simultaneous start for all
classes, they stagger them to start at different times. Small
bands of participants are gently guided between tests by
friendly volunteer stewards.

Puppy Water Test

The first challenge was quite simple. Each puppy was asked to
sit and wait at a 5-metre distance from the water's edge. The
handler would then proceed to the edge, toss the dummy
approximately 5 metres into the water, cmc? return to the puppy.
On receiving the judge's instruction, the puppy was sent to
retrieve the dummy. Upon successful retrieval, the handler would
then take the dummy and put the puppy back on the lead. The
entry point, a soft clay bed, wasn't to all the dogs' liking but
didn't pose too much of a challenge.

Two young pups stood out, Connor's GLP and Swallow’s HWYV,
perfectly executing the task without any need for extra
directions or encouragement, thereby scoring full marks. The rest
managed to complete the test, though some required a bit more
coaxing than others. One pup caught my eye, he dipped a paw
in the water, found it not to his liking, scanned for an alternative
entry point, found none, and finally decided to launch himself
far enough to avoid touching the clay again!

It was a joy to witness such a diverse bunch of HPRs nailing the
swimming with no fuss.

Novice Hunting

The Novice Hunting test took place in a large, open field with
diverse cover. The weather was consistent, with a steady breeze
throughout the event.

Over the course of the three-hours or so it took to run everyone,
¥
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we spotted three hares - or it was the same hare just out teasing
the dogs? Regardless, the appearance of said hare, spiced up
our post-run discussions and put paid to the “‘my dog knew there
was nothing out there’ It was also intriguing that even after
three hours, the initial location of the hare was still a point of
interest for many dogs.

Several dogs impressed with their innate understanding of their
task. They displayed a natural ability to quarter the field, a keen
drive, and style, while remaining under control. It was great to
see so many handlers calmly and quietly controlling their dogs.
Many of the dogs that perzormed on the day were impressive
enough that I'd have happily gone shooting with them. The
showcased a good mix of different hunting styles, and | |ooz
forward to seeing those who expressed an interest in field Trials
at an appropriate time in the future.

My heartfelt thanks to the GLPC committee for their invitation
to judge this splendidly organised event. A tip of the hat to
Mark and Leigﬁ for securing the lovely venue, and a massive
thank you to everyone who ?nelped in organising and ensuring
the smooth running of the day.

Novice Seen retrieve with shot and blind
| had the pleasure of judging the Novice seen retrieve followed
by a blind retrieve.




The test was set along a track in a wooded area with a shot
fired for the seen retrieve, the dummy was thrown towards the
tall grass verge onto a small area of ground free of cover on
the edge of the track and the blind was set in the same area
after pick up of the seen dummy.

Whilst not a challenging distance retrieve, the dogs had to
concentrate to mark the retrieve and in a big Novice class there
was a variety of standards of work. The dogs in the awards
really showed themselves off in this test with their drive, focus,
style, delivery, discipline and their handlers’ single command
and quiet handling. In the most part, dogs achieved the test
with some handling and encouragement but sadly a few dogs
gave in to the temptation of picking the dummy after having
investigated the whole area first c:nc? generally playing deaf to
their handlers.

It was a very interesting test to judge and | would like to thank
competitors for allowing me to judge their dogs, it was a
privilege to watch your dog's work, my congratulations to
everyone who took part and to all those in the awards.

Open Retrieve Test

| had the pleasure of judging one of the Open retrieving tests.
The test was set on a wide grassy track in an open area where
a shot was fired and a dummy thrown to the centre of the track
a good distance from dog and handler. Dogs were required to
be steady to shot and fal?’rhen being sent for the seen retrieve.
Whilst on the outrun a second dummy was thrown in the dogs
wake a little way in front of the handler to test the dogs ability
to deliver the seen dummy to hand without stopping to swap for
the dummy on the grounJ on their return.

For the most part this was a fabulous test for the Open dogs
and the majority really excelled, just glancing to acknowledge
the second dummy on the ground and de?ivering the seen
retrieve beautifully to hand. Nearly all the dogs were pacey
and obedient and knew what was required with a handful
requiring a reminder to leave it from their handler as the
?lonced at the second dummy. Only a few seasoned dogs fen
oul of the swapping temptation and couldn't resist the second
dummy, my advice would be next time read your dog and say
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something - you know who you are - better to lose a point or
two than go home with that zero.

| thoroughly enjoyed watching these fab Open dogs and thank
each of you for allowing me to judge, it was a real pleasure.

| was absolutely delighted to accept the invitation from the
German Longhaired Pointer Club to judge at their GWT this
year. Gill Mil? is a fabulous venue with a good mix of wide track
spaces, open rough grass fields and exceptional water for all
tEe tests. The weather was variable throughout the day,
providing good spells of warm sunshine, the odd heavy shower
and good wind for the hunting. | learnt something valuable on
this test though, which is to always have a waterproof notebook!
| was asked to judge the puppy hunting and the novice and
open blind retrieves.

Puppy Hunting

There were 11 dogs entered, 5 of which were GLPs! This was
lovely to see considering their current numbers in the UK. The
test consisted of a simple hunt up into a headwind which
allowed the dogs to be judged on pace, style, hunting pattern
and their ability to use the wind. As the hunt phase came to an
end, the handlers were asked to stop their dogs and then recall
from the stop; they'were judged on their response and
performance. We saw some |ove?y work completed in this test
and the show of much promise - 3 of the GLPS entered were in
the awards.

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Novice Blind Retrieve

There was a large entry in novice, totalling 33 dogs with a good
variety of HPR breeds. The test set was a blind placed just out
of the rough to the left-hand side of a roughly mown wide
track 85 yards down. We had a good wind coming off the left
to enable the dogs to wind the dummy. There was a swathe of
longer grass to the right of the track which proved too
tempting to hunt for a few of the dogs, especially when they
discovered the dummy thrower hiding in there tool | was
delighted when the first of the dogs completed the test cleanly
and to an exemplary standard. We had some very nicely
executed retrieves with some high scores; 7 of the dogs

achieved full marks.

| Open Blind Retrieve

¥ The open stake had a good
| number of entries too at 20.
This test was set on very
similar lines to the novice
{blind test. We had some
| very keen and speedy dogs
M in this category, some o
| whom overshot the mark in
their exuberance, however, it
was good to see that many
of the open dogs required a lot less handling, displayin

excellent work and great potential - 4 of the dogs achieved full
marks with many ofiers achieving good high scores.

To finish, it would be remiss of me if | didn't thank the GLPC
Committee too who worked like trojans to put on a very
successful and well-run day with a great atmosphere. It was a
huge task to keep the competitors rolling through their tests all
day and the committee and all their helpers are to be
commended for achieving this with good humour.

There were 7 junior dogs
and 4 adult dogs to assess.

For the junior dogs, we had relatively easy going ground but
with the wind swirling, moved into a better position and were
able to find a head wind for all the dogs to run, giving them the
best opportunity to find game. On this particular piece of
ground we saw snipe, plover, partridge and pheasant. We
graded four of the junior dogs.

No. 3 - Colonel S Jackman's GSP bitch covered the ground
nicely with reasonable pace, indicated and went on to point a
air of partridge moving forwards only a few paces as they
ﬁffed. Came in broadside to another pair and was steady and

honoured the birds away. Graded: GOOD

No. 5 - ) Laurens’ Weimaraner bitch showed an incredible turn
of pace, but after a minute settled well into a good pattern and
put up snipe which she had scented. She covered the ground
with a good pace and nice head carriage. She pointed a cock
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pheasant in reeds, was asked to flush and moved forwards

quickly to produce the bird that was trying to get away. She
was rock steady to the flush. Graded YERY GOOD

No. 6 - P Nixon's GSP bitch quickly settled into a nice hunting
pattern with good pace. She quickly came into scent and
indicated, moving forward with purpose to the fence line; she
was put over the fence and continued working the bird,
whereupon she pointed and flushed a single parfrifge to which

she was steady. Graded: EXCELLENT

No. 7 - W Keating's GWP bitch went off the blocks at a very
fast pace, but settled down into a reasonable pattern and
covered a lot of ground. She hunted across us to some reedy
grass where she pointed and held a pair of partridge quite far
out, the handler mistook us asking to move towards the dog, but
as the handler moved forward the dog flushed, moved only a

few paces and then stopped. Graded: GOOD

For the adult dogs, we had trickier ground with a slight cheek
wind at times, but mostly the dogs were able to run into wind on
both their runs. On this particular piece of ground, we saw
pheasant and plenty of evidence of partridge, however none of
the dogs were able to get a point. Unfortunately none of the
adult dogs were graded.
